responsive and cater to the
requirments *of the expanding
private sector in the framework
of the liberalised economic
policy.

The highlevel meeting devoted
to youth issues was an initiative
of the Non-Aligned Movement
in which Sri Lanka was the prime
mover at the Non-Aligned Min-
isterial Meeting held in Cairo in
1994.
