Meanwhile, it is reported that an army officer
and four other ranks had been admitted by the
LTTE to the Jaffna General Hospital which, accord-
ing to sources was packed with injured Tigers.

Army sources say that of the bodies of 282
soldiers killed\in action at Pooneryn camp 185
have been handed over to the Divisional Secretary,
Killinochchi by the LTTE.\The remaining 97 bodies
were recovered by the reinforcements sent to
Jaffna.

As these bodies were in a highly decomposed
state they had to,be cremated and thehashes sent
to the army by’ fhe ICRC (Internationa! Committee
