Premadasa’s reply to it reflected
stoic defiance.

The killing of human rights
activist Charitha Lankapura by the secu-
rity forces in Colombao also created prob
lems for the Premadasd Government as
the students took to the streets, The police
broke Lankapura's funeral procession by
snatching the body away from the stu-
dents. Yet the forces could do little to curb
the students' fury.

The problem with the Premadasa
regime is that it has resorted to too many
draconian measures too early, leaving
nothing in reserve,” argued an MeA offi-
cial, pointing out that the emergency.
